PERSUASIVE SPEECH 

You will choose a controversial topic and write a speech in which you attempt to persuade us to believe the way you believe. That means that you must take a position on the issue and advocate for that side. You may not be for AND against it. You must have three reasons.
 Decide which side you are on and write a topic statement (EXAMPLE: Smoking should be illegal.)  Come up with reasons that support your position. 

Write an outline for this speech following your notes and the format below:

I) Intro: Must include an ATTENTION-GETTER, a TOPIC/PURPOSE, and a PREVIEW of the three reasons you will present.  MUST BE WRITTEN OUT WORD FOR WORD!!!
II) Body: OUTLINED ONLY!!!
A) Main point one—WRITE A TRANSITION SENTENCE to introduce this point

B) Main point two—WRITE A TRANSITION SENTENCE to introduce this point

C) Main point three—WRITE A TRANSITION SENTENCE to introduce this point

III) Conclusion:  Must include a REVIEW of the three reasons you presented and a TIE BACK to the introduction (attention getter and topic/purpose).  MUST BE WRITTEN OUT WORD FOR WORD!!!
TIME LIMIT: 3 minutes—Anything under 3 minutes is a 10 point deduction. You need to plan to elaborate enough on each point in order to meet the time limit.
